•Book reports may be done using books available at KHS ONLY!
•Students may use their own copy or a copy from another library as 
long as the title is also at KHS.  It is the student’s responsibility to check 
the library catalog to be sure.  
•Summer reading books, middle school classroom novels, movie books 
and manga or graphic novels are NOT allowed.  If you are not sure ask 
your English teacher or Mrs. Woods.
•Students must do book reports on books which they have read during 
the quarter of the book report.  Do not go back and reread books you 
have read before.
•Students must read a fiction book for the first three quarters.  
Nonfiction will be allowed 4th quarter only.

 Book reports are graded by Teacher-Librarian Mrs. Woods

•pass/fail- grades.  You will get a grade in English
•Book reports are kept by Teacher-Librarian
•Excel spreadsheets are kept for each teacher with student names, book 
title and date passed or failed and then e-mailed on a regular basis

•Prizes will be given at the end of each semester.
